Abbreviated Key: I= Isolation, S= Social Interaction, SA= Social Interaction with an Adult
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Notes:
KEY: 
Isolation (I) = Student is not near any other students (more than 3 feet away) and is not engaged in conversation, social interaction, or in a common activity (e.g.- The student is sitting alone, standing alone, and/or completely isolated from his/her peers). 

Social Interaction (S)= The student is engaged in any type of social interaction.  This means the student is engaging in an activity that requires social interaction with another student [e.g.- a verbal conversation, a game, observing a game or activity with another student in close physical proximity (3 feet or less) even though a conversation may not be occurring]. 

Social Interaction with an Adult (SA)= The student is engaging in social interaction with only an adult- there are not other students present [e.g. The student is having a conversation with an adult, in close physical proximity to an adult (three feet or less), playing a game or participating in an activity with and adult].
